Boulder-Dushanbe Sister Cities member George Peknik is
author of The Meaning of the Boulder-Dushanbe
Teahouse. This book describes and interprets the art,
architecture, and gardens of Dushanbe's spectacular gift to
its American Sister City as well as the cultural context of the
Teahouse. It includes chapters about Central Asian
teahouses, Tajikistan tea culture; the history of the
Teahouse; information about the Cyber Café and resources
for the study of Central Asian and Islamic art and
architecture.
